
As high school gradu-

ates prepare for college next 

fall, one of the things they 

may be looking forward to 

is freedom. For eighteen 

years there has been a 

watchful eye on them at all 

times. Many can’t wait to 

get out on their own to see 

what the world has to offer. 

For them, freedom means 

choosing what they will do, 

where they will go, whom 

they will go with, and what 

time they will come home 

with no accountability or 

responsibility. They will do 

whatever they feel like do-

ing, whenever they feel like 

doing it!  

In the mind of a juve-

nile, freedom is often 

viewed as the right to make 

bad decisions with the per-

ception that you will suffer 

no consequences. Because 

we are sinful, we often im-

maturely view our Christian 

freedom as a rite of passage 

to do whatever we want, 

whenever we want with a 

free ride of forgiveness. But, 

true freedom, as taught to 

us in the Bible, is not a 

rite of passage to do 

wrong, but it is liberty 

from sin – to once again 

be made righteous. 

Galatians 5:1 says: 

"It is for freedom that 

Christ has set us free. 

Stand firm, then, and 

do not let yourselves be 

burdened again by a 

yoke of slavery." Sin is 

a heavy burden – a 

bondage, slavery to the 

devil. The freedom that 

Christ has brought us is 

the opposite of slavery. 

We are not to be slaves 

to sin. That is why 

Christ died: that we 

would have freedom 

from sin rather than 

sinning because we 

have freedom.  

Think back to a 

time you made a bad 

decision just because 

you could. No one 

would know. No one 

was watching. You set 

your conscience aside 

and just went for it. 

How did you feel later? 

Horrible, I would imag-

ine. The devil tries to 

convince us that free-

dom is doing something 

rebellious when, as usu-

al, what he is telling us 

is the complete opposite 

of the truth, for exam-

ple: the Garden of Eden. 

There is no freedom 

found in guilt.  

There is no freedom 

found in sin. Only in 

Christ's freedom – right-

eousness – can we truly 

be free. When we make 

right decisions, it is then 

that we are truly free. 

Rather than continually 

thinking: I wish I could 

take that back you can 

eagerly say: What does 

God have for me today? 

There is no future in 

your past! Knowing and 

believing Galatians 5:1, 

rejoice that we have 

been given the freedom 

to push forward with 

certainty and power un-

der Christ's blessing!

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or fixed), term of loan, fees, 
closing costs, points, and pre-
payment and late payment 
penalties. 

Although most mortgage 
lenders in any given city are 
likely to charge about the 
same rates at any given time, 
you still may find a variation of 
½ percent or slightly more at 
any given time. A small 
amount of difference in rates 
can mean a significant dollar 
amount of interest paid. For 
example if you borrowed 
$30,000 at 7.5 percent for 30 
years you would pay $45,600 
in interest, whereas, if you 
paid 8.5 percent interest your 
interest payments would be 
$53,069. 

Before you start shopping for 
a mortgage on a new purchase 
or reexamine the affordability of 
the mortgage that you currently 
have, you must decide how much 
mortgage or, in essence, how 
much house can you afford. A 
rule of thumb is that you can buy 
a house costing roughly two and 
one-half to three times your gross 
yearly income. For example, if 
your gross annual income is 
$40,000, you can afford a house 
between $100,000 to $120,000. 
However, this average should be 
lower if you already are carrying 
a heavy debt load, if your family 
is large, if you are buying an old-
er house in need of repairs, if you 
have education costs, if your in-
come is irregular, or if property 
and living costs are high in the 
area. 

Another long standing rule of 
thumb is that you should not be 
spending more than 40 percent 
of your take-home pay for each 
month’s total housing expenses 
including all the costs of owning 
and operating your home. This 
includes mortgage principal and 
interest, insurance, taxes, and 
utilities. For example, if your 
monthly take-home pay is 
$2,500, you should be spending 
only $1,000 a month on housing. 

How Much House 

Can You Afford? 

Your home will probably 
be the biggest single invest-
ment you’ll make in your en-
tire lifetime. Therefore, your 
mortgage is likely to be the 
biggest single debt of your 
life. Scripture clearly points 
out the danger of getting into 
debt. ñThe borrower is serv-
ant to the lenderò (Proverbs 
22:7) and ñDo not be a man 
who strikes hands in pledge 
or puts up security for debts; 
if you lack the means to pay, 
your very bed will be 
snatched from under 
youò (Proverbs 22:26-27). 
Therefore, whenever you 
borrow money, you should 
never enter into an agree-
ment lightly or without careful 
thought, research, and plan-
ning. 

The monthly payments 
you assume on a mortgage 
are likely to be the biggest 
single item in your budget. 
Because of its importance, 
you’ll want to shop with ut-
most care among all types of 
lenders. Whatever the source 
of the mortgage, you’ll want 
to ask about rates (variable

These are gift cards purchased through us, and are redeemed like cash at hundreds of 

local merchants.  Those discounts range from 2% up to 15% on each card.  Once the 

order is placed, Great Lakes Scrip deducts its cost, and the remaining rebates are instant profit 

for us.  By purchasing through the church, you‟re helping support our church‟s ministry needs. 

What Can I Use Scrip For? 

Especially during the summer, look for the leisure and entertainment merchants – Six Flags, movies, hotels.  Stock up on 

restaurants and major retailers for easy gift-giving. Popular gift cards are for Toys-R-Us, iTunes, movies, clothing stores, 

and restaurants such as Subway, Burger King, Olive Garden, and Applebee‟s. 

And mostly, use Scrip for your everyday expenses like food, household needs, and clothing, and for fun events like din-

ing out and a movie.   

How To Order 

Order sheets are sent in pdf format via email, and preprinted copies are available in the kiosk in the atrium. Make your 

selections on the order sheet; add your total amount and cards, attach payment, and place in the Scrip mailbox in the en-

tryway.

      Sacrificeéto Praise? 
   Weõre supposedly in the òlazy days of summeró, 
but Iõm not so sure that are schedules have slowed 
much from òwarpó to òturboó speed.  When we 
keep pushing ourselves, our bodies and minds re-
act; we become stressed, irritable, or just fall 
into a slump.  How many times, after a 
long day at work, is coming to 
church for evening worship or a 
meeting about the last thing you 
want to do?  But once you do it, 
you are glad you did.  God refresh-
es and rewards you for your service 
to Him and His church.  I often hear members of 
our worship team expressing that very sentiment 
during our prayer time following rehearsal.  Music 
and praising God refreshes our souls, and draws 
us closer to Him. 
   One of my favorite devotionals is òThe Word for 
You Todayó.  A recent devotion helped me focus 
on that phrase òa sacrifice of praiseó: 

òAs soon as they began singingéó 
2 Chronicles 20:22 
Hereõs a simple but effective formu-
la for handling a spiritual slump.  
Praise your way out! David starts 
Psalm 22 by asking, ôGod, why have 
You forsaken me?õ and ends it say-
ing, ôYou..dwell..[where]é
praisesé[are offered]õ. You wonõt 
always feel like praising God ð 
thatõs why itõs called ôthe sacrifice of 
praiseõ [Heb 13.15] But when 
youõre in a slump you need the disci-
pline of praise more than ever. It 
brings a sense of Godõs power and 
presence like nothing else does. 

Thatõs why the Psalmist wrote: ôI will 
bless the Lord at all times: His praise 
shall continually be in my 
mouthõ [Psalm 34.1]  
By praising God in advance for the vic-
tory, you open a channel for Him to 
intervene in your circumstances, hope 
rises in your soul, and itõs impossible to 
stay down and defeated. And praise fits 
every personality, so youõve no excuse! 

You can clap and shout {see Psalm 
47.1), use music and dance (see 

Psalm 150.4), sing psalms, 
hymns and spiritual songs 
(see Ephesian 5.19-20), make 
a joyful noise (see Psalm 

98.4), lift your hands (see Psalm 
134.2), be still before God (see 
Psalm 4.3-5), and you can even be 
loud! (see Psalm 33-3, 95,1-6). Your 
praises thwart the enemyõs best-laid 
plan! When the Israelites were out-
numbered, they prayed and God told 
them the battle was His and that He 
would do the fighting.  Judah (which 
means ôpraiseõ) went out ahead of the 
army, and ôAs soon as they began sing-
ing, the Lord confused the enemyé
andéthey turned against each other.õ 
The minute you start praising God He 
releases His power to start working on 
your behalf. 

    Nothing brings you out of a slump like a 
song ð whether youõre whistling, humming, 
singing, or just listening.  And given that we 
were created to praise God, not only does our 
song lift us, but oh, how it pleases our Father!
