My dad recently
took two trips with
some of his friends to
South Dakota, Wyo-
ming, and Colorado. He
told me how frustrated
he was while driving on
Interstate 90 when he
asked his passengers to
look at his Rand McNally
Atlas and tell him how
far it was to the Rapid
City exit. Neither of his
two passengers knew
how to read the map.
Dad had to pull over on
the side of the road and
read the map himself.

GPS stands for Glob-
al Positioning System.
24 hours a day, a system
of satellites sends sig-
nals to the little device,
triangulating the precise
location of it. Long be-
fore scientists devel-
oped this unique tool
for navigation, God gave

for spiritual navigation —
the Bible. We might call
it a “God’s Positioning
System”. It helps us find
our way through life, but
like a map or GPS sys-
tem, it doesn’t do us any
good if we don’t know
how to read it or don’t
listen to its instructions.

While many people
sometimes struggle with
knowing God’s will for
their life, that struggle is
unnecessary if they will
rely on God’s Positioning
System. The Bible is a
vital tool for everyday
living. It gives us spiritual
insight and wisdom and
reveals divine truths that
help us find our way. The
Bible is a map for those
who are lost. It is a voice
to those who will listen,
telling us what God
wants us to know today.
It will give clear direction
to a confused soul. It is
unfortunate today that
many Christians try to
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find their own way and then won-
der why they feel so lost. Our in-
dependent streak keeps us from
consulting our heavenly GPS.
Pride tells us we can do it all by
ourselves.

When we trust in what God
has to offer, we learn that He al-
ways knows what is best. When
we think we need more “stuff” in
our closets, He knows when to

refocus our priorities. When we
think we know how to figure it all
out, somehow He always unrav-
els our “ideas” and shows us a
better way. When we begin to
rely on our own resources, He
sometimes jerks the “resources”
from under us and then proceeds
to “open the windows of heaven”
and provide more than we need.

Do you know where you are
going? Do you know how to get
there? What are you counting on

to find your way? No matter
where you are in life, God will get
you where you need to be. Take a
few minutes each day to consult
God’s GPS and ask Him to give
you the guidance that you need.
Begin by reading a chapter or two
of the Gospels — Matthew, Mark,
Luke, or John —and pray about
what you read.
