
On November 27 a new 

church year begins with the 

Advent season. The word 

“advent” is from the Latin 

word for “coming,” and 

describes the “coming” of 

our Lord Jesus Christ. After 

Advent comes Christmas, 

which is about His birth; 

then comes Epiphany, 

about His miracles and 

ministry; then comes Lent, 

about His Calvary-bound 

mission; then comes Easter, 

about His resurrection and 

the sending of the apostles; 

and then comes Ascension 

(40 days after Easter) and 

Pentecost (50 days after 

Easter), with the sending of 

the Holy Spirit. The first 

half of the church year 

(approximately December 

through June) highlights 

the life of Christ. The se-

cond half (approximately 

June through November) 

highlights the teachings of 

Christ.  

Advent specifically fo-

cuses on Christ’s 

“coming,” and Christ’s 

coming manifests itself 

among us in three ways – 

past, present, and future. 

The readings that highlight 

Christ’s coming in the 

past focus on the Old Tes-

tament prophecies of His 

incarnation at Bethlehem. 

The readings that high-

light Christ’s coming in 

the future focus on His 

“second coming” on the 

Last Day at the end of 

time. And the readings 

that highlight Christ’s 

coming in the present fo-

cus on His ministry 

among us through Word 

and Sacrament today. 

The traditional use of 

Advent candles (usually 

in a wreath) originated in 

Germany prior to the 

Reformation. Usually 

there are three purple can-

dles and one pink candle. 

The purple candles match 

the purple paraments on 

the altar (purple for the 

royalty of the coming 

King) and also call to 

mind the need to repent of 

our sin and prepare our 

hearts for the coming of 

our Savior. The pink can-

dle is the third candle to 

be lit (not the fourth) on 

the Third Sunday in Ad-

vent. The Scripture read-

ings on the Third Sunday 

in Advent emphasize re-

joicing. A pink candle is 

used to signify joy rather 

than a purple candle that 

signifies repentance. The 

white “Christ candle” in 

the middle of the Advent 

wreath is lit during the 12 

days of Christmas 

(December 25 to January 

5). Many churches today 

use four blue candles and 

blue paraments during Ad-

vent. 

The concept of giving 

each Advent candle a 

name, i.e., Prophecy, Beth-

lehem, Shepherd and An-

gel, etc., is a relatively 

new phenomenon and 

probably originates with 

entrepreneurial publishers 

and Christian book stores 

seeking to sell Advent can-

dles and devotional book-

lets. 

So although you’ve 

been hearing Christmas 

carols since November 1, 

use the Advent season to 

prepare for your Lord who 

has come, who comes to 

you daily, and who is com-

ing again.

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Why God’s Word Cautions us about Debt 

      Because debt creates bondage 
to the world and prevents us from 
allowing God to act freely in our 
lives, God cautions us from using 
debt. 
     Reverend Bill Hybels in his 
“Achieving Financial Freedom” 
audiotapes discusses reasons that God says “no” to 
debt: 

 Debt obligates a person to earnings pres-
sures. Debt requires us to earn more mon-
ey and to earn it constantly. Working two 
or three jobs just to pay off debt is not the 
way to live. 

 Debt enslaves a person to a creditor 
(Proverbs 22:7). Every time we take on 
debt, we give up some of our freedom to a 
creditor. When the creditor says, “Jump,” 
we say, “How high?” 

 Debt undermines joy. It is difficult to enjoy 
a weekend away or a dinner out when we 
are deep in debt, because money spent for 
those activities is money not spent on pay-
ing off credit card debt, which prolongs the 
problem. 

 Debt erodes giving opportunities. God 
gives us the ability and the desire to help 
others. The lack of money makes it difficult 
to respond to God’s gracious prompting.                  

 Debt imperils a Christian witness. Our wit-

ness can be impeded in two ways. First of 
all, we can be less effective in our evange-
lism when we face daily tension and anxie-
ty over debt. Second, our witness to others 
suffers when they see or hear about our 
financial difficulty. 

 Debt can exacerbate character problems. 
Experiencing a problem with debt may re-
veal character weaknesses such as impa-
tience, discontentment, a lack of self-
discipline and even failure to trust in the 
Lord’s provisions. 

Before you use your credit cards, you should be 
slow, deliberate, and cautious. Prior to taking on debt, 
it is advisable to ask yourself some basic questions, 
such as the following:  

Have I prayed about borrowing? 
If I borrow, will I get something of enough 
value that it’s worth the added obligation? 
Will the asset purchased appreciate in val-
ue? 
Will the taking on of debt allow me to give, 
save, and maintain my lifestyle? 

Have I considered giving up 
expensive activities and/or liqui-
dating valuable possessions? 

Does the borrowing fit my 
budget? 

Will the borrowing cause any 
tension or anxiety in my family?
